Then she moves on to the child to
make things personal. Without teeth, we couldn’t eat many of our favorite foods like peanut butter
and jelly, birthday cake or cookies. At the end of the book Huss shows the importance of teeth in
smiling and making friends. | love her analogy of a smile being like a postcard that lets others know
how you feel.
