She was large by her description, she wore frumpy and unstylish clothing,

she had no personality outside of her issues to speak of.... Why DID Joe, who from past books you

can tell was very likable and a total catch, see in her? Absolutely zero chemistry between the two

characters. Their sex life seemed that of a 20 year married couple and in no way was written in the

style I've come to love in a LK book. You are just supposed to kinda buy that there is chemistry

between them with no proof of life. Even the love scenes, which Lisa usually is liberal about, went

unfinished. You are in the middle of their lovemaking....then it's later that day....uhhh, what just

happened here? Usually her sex scenes are steamy and romantic. The story is more about her

event planning business than the actual "relationship" they were apparently developing. A wet rag

has more warmth than their interactions.
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
